Y our efforts - whether it’s educating yourself and your neighbors
or collecting data and stabilizing streambanks - are important if we want to continue to reduce nonpoint source
pollution and keep our waters fishable, swimmable and drinkable.

In the past three years, Georgia Adopt-A-Stream has trained more than 1,100 Quality Assured water quality
monitors. More than 200 groups have adopted streams, lakes and wetlands and Adopt-A-Stream volunteers
have been featured in at least 100 news articles.
